Back of fingers into palm of opposite hand and vice versa

Hand Washing Technique

Tips of fingers into opposite palm in a circular motion and vice
versa
Rotational rubbing of each thumb

Rub all areas of wrist

Rinses hands thoroughly under running water.

Taps are turned off using wrist/elbow (unless sensor tap) or a clean
paper towel if non-lever operated taps.

Hands are dried thoroughly using paper towels and disposed of in
foot operated bin.
